                                Pumpkin Mousse 
   

 1 box (3.4oz) vanilla instant pudding & pie filling 
 ¼ teaspoon pumpkin pie spice or ground cinnamon 
 2/3 cup (5fl oz can) Carnation evaporated milk (skim milk ok) 
 1 cup 100% canned pure pumpkin 
 1 ½ cups whipped topping (fat free ok) 
 
 Whisk together first 3 ingredients in a medium size bowl.  Add   
 pumpkin until well blended.  Fold in whipped topping.  Spoon into 
 individual serving bowls.  Top with a spoonful of whipped topping.

Youôll Need: 
 
 

Transparent Ball Ornament 
    (or recycle an old one) 
Orange & Black Paint 
Foam Sponge 
Torn strip of fabric or raffia, small artificial leaves, acorn, etc. 
 
Sponge the orange paint to completely cover the ornament.  Using 
black, paint on a face.  Let dry.  Tie fabric or raffia around the top 
and glue on a couple of leaves and/or other adornments.  Add a 
string or wire to hang.
